All electrical appliances must be listed in the section below, including the amps or voltage of each appliance, and only those listed will be allowed.  If additional space is required, please contact the Fair Booth Chairman.

The full rental price along with this signed contract MUST be received by AUGUST 1, 2009.  This amount will be forfeited if space is canceled after AUGUST 10, 2009.  No booth space will be assigned until payment and contract are received.

RULES AND REGULATIONS

1. The Fair Booth Chairman will make assignment of booth spaces.

2. Space will be available at 12:00 noon Thursday, August 27.  Exhibits must be set up and in operation by 5:00 PM Thursday and Friday and by 1:00 PM Saturday and Sunday.  All vehicles must be off fairgrounds 60 minutes prior to these times.
3. Exhibits may be vacated no earlier than 6:00 PM on Sunday.  No vehicles will be allowed on fairgrounds during fair hours.
4. Exhibits not in operation by times identified above will be declared forfeited and rented at the discretion of the Fair Booth Chairman.

5. In an effort to avoid damage to the fairgrounds, vehicle access will be limited.  Vendors must follow direction of the Overland Lions Club when driving on the fairgrounds and will be held liable for damage to the fairgrounds resulting from not following this direction.

6. Exhibits must be contained within their designated space.  No solicitations are to be made outside of the designated space.

7. Vendors are responsible for providing and setting up their exhibit.  Obstructions or potential hazards will not be tolerated in an exhibit.

8. No selling of potentially dangerous instruments or drug-related paraphernalia is allowed.  Exhibits which are deemed offensive, lewd, or in poor taste may be closed at the discretion of the Fair Booth Chairman.

9. Security provided by the Overland Police Department during fair hours, with an overnight private security guard.

10. Liability of exhibitors: In no case shall the Overland Lions Club, the Fair Booth Chairman, or the City of Overland be held responsible for any loss, damage, injury, theft, death, or any other unforeseen occurrence at the Overland Lions Community Fair.

11. Money raffles, games of chance with money payoffs or awards, cash lotteries, or any other gambling activities prohibited by state law shall be prohibited on the fairgrounds.

12. This contract (or any part of the booth space covered by this contract) shall not be assigned, let, or sublet without the written consent of the Fair Booth Chairman.

13. Vendors must give a complete list of foods, beverages, and/or additional products to be sold within their booths in the section below.  In an effort to avoid duplication and the resulting competition, efforts will be made to ensure that no like item may be sold by more than one food vendor.  Any item not listed and approved by the Fair Booth Chairman will NOT be allowed sold at the fair.

14. The Fair Booth Chairman reserves the right to interpret the above rules and to determine all matters pertinent thereto, and also the right to amend and/or add such rules as may be deemed necessary.  Violation of any said rule shall cause forfeiture of all privileges, payments, contracts, and participation rights by the vendor.  There is no refund due to inclement weather, civil unrest, or acts of God.

15. Vendors are responsible for their own cash collections and also the collection and payment of any applicable sales taxes.

16. Vendors are responsible to meet all applicable St. Louis County Health regulations and obtain proper permits.

Please sign and return the contract with your full payment.  A copy of the contract will be signed and returned to you.
